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Our mission is to encourage using Best Management Practices to conserve the natural resources essential to the quality of life for the county’s citizens, through development and implementation of technical, educational and financial assistance programs.


We currently have seven employees who administer programs such as Erosion and Sediment Control, Nutrient Management, Dirt and Gravel Roads, Gypsy Moth Program, Watershed Management, Chesapeake Bay Program, and Environmental Education.


We have Environmental Education Resource Kits available to teachers. The kits include lesson plans, activities, movies, games and more for Aquatics, Forestry, Wildlife, Soils and Recycling/ Composting. ��The Conservation District can provide environmental programs for schools and meetings. We can also assist with outdoor field days and events. 
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Envirothon is a fun, academic event. It challenges high school students to think critically about the natural world and their role in it. Envirothon combines in-class curriculum and outdoor training helping students to learn more about Aquatic Ecology, Forestry, Soil & Land Use, Wildlife, and Current Environmental Issues.


Station testing is designed to provide a challenging, hands-on opportunity for each team to demonstrate and apply their knowledge of environmental science and natural resource management.

As teams rotate through each of the five testing stations, they will experience a variety of testing formats. Most tests will include some type of identification, including wildlife tracks or mounts, bird calls, skins, fish, macroinvertebrates, trees, soil textures and soil horizons. The majority of the other questions will be in the format of matching and multiple choice, with a few fill-in-the-blank and short answer questions.
