ASPECT OF CARE – REVIEW CRITERIA

NON-TRAUMATIC CHEST PAINS
100% of all trip sheets of patients involving Non-Traumatic Chest Pains shall be reviewed to include the following Aspects of Care.

Physical Exam Findings to include:
· Level of consciousness
· Level of distress
· History of present illness (onset of pain, precipitating factors, duration of pain, relief with rest and/or nitro?)
· Skin color & temperature
· Lung sounds

· Edema 

Vital signs evaluated every 5 minutes (to include blood pressure, pulse and respirations) 

Administration of high flow oxygen via non-rebreathing mask

ALS Evaluation shall include all BLS criteria as well as:

Documentation of past medical history:
·     Prior history of medical disorder
·     History of recent illness / fever

Airway maintenance to include: 

·     Pulse oximetry
·     Patent IV access
·     EKG monitor  
·     Administration of appropriate medications as indicated (particularly medications to control pain)
· Interview for possible thrombolytic therapy (if required by medical command)
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
