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 19.  SCUBA TEAMS

19.1
In Lycoming County, there are formalized scuba teams. One which consists of divers from Williamsport Bureau of Fire (Station 1), West Branch Scuba Team, and Old Lycoming Township Fire Department (Station 14) and are called Scuba 1.  This alliance is under Station 14.  Another is Task Force 84 which is comprised of divers from Clinton Township Fire Department (Station 12), Muncy Area Fire Department (Station 39) and Montgomery EMA (Station 630) and the other Scuba team is from Jersey Shore Independent (Station 3). All transmissions are kept on Frequency 1.
19.2
Underwater search and recovery teams are an important resource to any complete emergency response team.  With the advent of the cold water drowning phenomenon, time becomes a significant factor for successful rescue.  
19.3
Any Lycoming County Scuba team may be dispatched on a first alarm at the discretion of the Telecommunicator, depending on the circumstances of the incident.  Any scuba team may be special called at any time by the officer in charge of the rescue or recovery incident.
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
