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Field Communications Manual


11. 0 Radio Discipline

In order to maintain radio discipline within the Lycoming County radio system, it was requested by Fire Chiefs’ Advisory Board and agreed to by the Lycoming County Communications Center to initiate a procedure to follow in the event a unit is not using proper radio transmissions or is not following Standard Operating Procedures.  

In the event a field user is not following proper radio procedures, the Telecommunicator on duty will advise the unit over Frequency 1,  “Signal 41”.  Signal 41 means your radio transmissions are inappropriate.  A notice will then be sent to the Operations/Communications Committee of the date, time, radio designation and a brief description about the situation.  The Operations/Committee will do the following:

1st violation – A letter will be sent to the Chief of the department 

2nd violation – A letter will be sent to the Chief of the department and local government official(s)  

3rd violation – A letter will be sent to the Chief, local government official(s) and the County Commissioners who at that time will decide what further action should be taken, if any.

All violations will remain on file.

If it is felt that the Telecommunicator is in violation, the Chief of the department in question should contact the Shift Supervisor to attempt to solve the problem.  If it is the Supervisor, contact should be made with the Communications Manager.  If this does not resolve the matter, contact should be made with the Director of the Department of Public Safety.
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
